Mrs Tamlin was
a member of our W.I. for many years & sang in the W.I. choir. The words for the Newton &
Noss W. I. song were written by Gladys Tamlin in 1969. The music was written by Miss
Marion Knight who was a retired music teacher from Manchester. She lived in a cottage in
Newton which was only just big enough for her "Beloved Piano" which was her life.
