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The Battle of Trafalgar

Vice Admiral Horatio Nelson flying his flag in HMS VICTORY joined the
Fleet on 28" September, 1805 and assumed command. That already
well tried and extremely efficient force was by the mere presence of the
rmost trusted and best loved Naval Commander of the day and with this
extra ration of excellence and extra sense of optimism and
determination, the Fleet knew in fact that under Nelson there would be
a victory.

At 0700 on 19" October the Combined Fleets of France and Spain sailed
from Cadiz and thanks to the excellent communication provided by
Captain Blackwood, Nelson was never left for a moment of ignorance of
the enemy’s movements.

At dawn on Monday 21% October the British Fleet lay some ten to
twelve miles to windward of the enemy and the stage of Nelson's
masterly plan was set which was to cut off the centre of the rear of the
larger enemy and pound them to destruction.

The wind was light and the approach long and dangerous and it took
five and a half hours before a shot was fired.

With the Flag ships Victory and Royal Sovereign leading 25 further ships
of the line and 6 smaller ships they out manoeuvred and defeated the
enemy of 33 ships unden the: command of Vice Admiral Villeneuve and
Admiral Gravina.

By 1630 the final sporadic shots had been fired with 16 enemy ships
destroyed and 4 captured. As well as the famous signal, “England
expects that every man will do his duty”, his final signal was “Engage
the enemy more closely” which was left at the main top until it was
shot away. At 1330 Admiral Nelson received a mortal wound - but lived
long enough to give thanks for the triumph.

There followed three days of gales but Victory and some other ships
were brought to Gibraltar for repairs and landing the wounded.

The schooner HMS Pickle then sailed for England and today two
hundred days ago on 29th October, 1805 she had only reached about
30 miles north of Lisbon but dispatches finally arrived in London on 6"
November, 1805.
