The Committee is pleased to report that there was a slight inorease}in average
attendances at meetings, 37 in 1971 against 34 in 1970.

Undoubtedly 1971 will go on record as the year of the Golden Jubilee and new
central heating. Our Institute records do not go further back than 1924, so it
was with surprise that in January we reaied congratulations on our 50 years from
the National Federation. It was agreed that as a memento of half-a-century we
would work very hard to raise money to instal # central heating at the W.I.Hall,
not only for our own comfort but also for the szke of those other groups who used
the Hall. Accordingly members got to work in many varied ways to organise events
%o help finance the énterprise and from April to September a Home Produce Shop
was run every Saturday morning, suppliers mer ;\"getting the cost of thekr
ingredients and the Institute the profit. This proved a great success, the goods
were much in demand and at the end of the season the shop had raised £110. On
Sept. 20th work was started on the installation of the new oil-fired central =
heating system at a cost of £680, Approximately two-thirdsof this hed been raised
by our own efforts and the balance by interest free loans from members.

However, the 50th year was not wholly dominated by money-raising and we celebrated
the event in mid-fune with a buffet supper for members and hugbands and guests
from other village organisations. Entertainment was provided by Yealmpton W.I.

Inz June we helped the St.John Ambulance Fair at Saltram by providing produce
and white elephant for the W.I. stall, and in August lirs.BZdwards held an Embroidery
. Exhibition which raised £20 for Cann House.

In February a party went to a meat cookery evening at the newly opened Holiday Inn
* in Plymouth, and in June to the Wildfowl Trust at Slimbridge. In April a

Canadian Internalional afternoon and exhibition was held at the hall, arranged

by Devon Federation.
