THERE were smiles all
round as a community
hall was reopened after a
five-month makeover.

The “dated” WI Community
Hall, in Newton Ferrers, was
closed in May to undergo refur-
bishment, but has now been
reopened by two village resid-
ents with 81 years between
them.

Bella Leal, 10, who is head girl
at Newton Ferrers C of E
Primary School, and 91-year-old
Mary Thomas, the oldest mem-
ber of the WL, joined forces to
reopen the hall, which was ori-
ginally built in 1924.

Closing in May with a barn
dance as the last community
event before the work started, a
celebratory barn dance will be
held in the newly improved
building on Friday, October 31.

Lady Emma Parker, president
of Newton Ferrers And Noss
Mayo WI said: “The hall is so
important to the community
but it was 90 years old — the
kitchen was small, more space
was needed, the roof was get-
ting to the end of its natural life
and the appearance of the hall
didn’t do mueh for the village.

“Now it has an enlarged floor
space, a state-of-the-art kitchen
which can be used to cater for at
least 100 people and the outside
has been completely changed
cosmetically which has really
enhanced the way it looks.

“We hope we can atiract wed-
dings now, and the WI hopes to
expand what we can do. e
