Thank you Linda for joining our celebrations
and your kind words. I am delighted to have
received some messages from absent friends that
I would like to pass on to you all. Rosemary’s
card, Judi’s e-mail, Yealmpton & Brixton W.L
Emma’s card and gift.
I have been thinking a great deal over the past
few days about these amazing women from our
two villages, who 90 years ago heard of this new
organization that was so rapidly growing
throughout England and Wales. (over 1000
branches had already been formed by 1920)
These women would have been born in the days
of Victoria, and most would have been greatly
affected by their fathers, brothers or husbands
serving in the Great War so often leaving them
to manage their homes and often large families
alone. The early 1920’s was tough, with great
political and social upheaval, the flu epidemic,
unemployment. But here was this revolutionary
idea of women meeting together, an opportunity
to extend and promote their many skills, and
learn some new ones and maybe more
importantly the chance to meet with others,
make new friends and enjoy each others
company. Under the leadership of Mrs. John
Yonge of Puslinch the first President, (who
remained in post for 25 years! Don’t worry, I
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don’t think being a 95 year old President would
be a good idea!) not only did the membership
grow, but their enthusiasm sowed the seed of
wanting a meeting place for their organization
and for the village at large. Then as now, fetes,
flower shows, tea parties, whist drives and
dances, collections (even one of farthings which
purchased a mat for the Hall) were held to raise
funds and by 1924 the land was purchased for
40 pounds and the W.I. Hall was opened in
April 1926.

This dedication and drive has continued over
the years, and here we are ninety years on,
hopefully portraying the new image of the WI —
every one of you inspiring women in your own
right. To mark this auspicious occasion we
hope to collate and bring together our
fascinating Archive material and our Craft
group are in the process of making this amazing
banner depicting all the activities that happen
within our W.I. I know that you will be as
impressed as I am with their efforts and it will
become a treasured heirloom I am sure.

It is a great honour to be your President at this
time in our W.I.°s history, and I know that those
who follow will make sure that the spirit and
aims of this great organization will be upheld
and that there will be an even greater
celebration of our century in 2021.
