EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING OF THE NEWTON & NOSS W.I.
in the School Hall. 11..2.98

APOLOGIES received from Catherine Bateman, Pat Bent, Gill Drury, Pat Hobbs,
Norah Pike.

The President welcomed members and our V.C.O. Mrs. Doreen Stitson.

The President explained, having taken legal advice from D.F.W.I. , that
Mrs.Sarah Roe could not attend the meeting to discuss the future of the W.I.C.
Hall as she was unable to bring in writing a firm propositibn to include any
legal ties, terms of transfer, rights of way and firm date. This item

had therefore to be deleted from the Agenda. -

Kate Wood intervened stating her disappointment that Mrs. Roe was not allowed
to come and that her feelings were that this was purely a local matter
and not connected with W.I. regulations.

She asked if members were familiar with the proposal to exchange the W.I.C.
Hall for the School Hall, and the consequent effects on the village.

Kate suggested that members should attend the W.I.C.Hall Management Committee
A.G.M. on the 10th March.

The President referred members to the circular letter from Mrs. Roe's New

School Committee, and the meetings held in the village regarding the suggestions
but reiterated that until formal proposals are received no vote can be

taken.

In reply to comments regarding the method of Margaret Andrew's election
as President, after Marcia had resigned due to ill health, theV.C.0. confirmed
that this was entirely in order.

Anne Crawford made the point that the W.I.C. Hall should be valued.

Margaret Andrews reported that she had been in touch bytelephone with South
HamsDistrict Council, who stated they had no intention of building further
old peoples dwellings locally and she was also told that the site was not
suitable for housing development in view of the lack ofvehicular access
now required by law. An official reply is awaited.

Mrs. Stitson V.C.0. confirmed that all .Money raised from the sale of
the W.I.C. Hall had to be used for the benefit of members.

Further lengthy and heated discussions then took place and members aired
their views for and against the suggestion.

The President closed this discussion and proceeded to the item on the Agenda
of the E.G.M.
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RE-ROOFING OF THE W.I.C. HALL

The President had received the Balance Sheet of the finances of the W.I.C.
Hall Committee shwoing the roof fund at £3433., and enumerated the four
options for the roof:-

1 Temporary repair to stop deterioration (asbestos lining is rotting)
- Cladding with treated hardboard.
B Foam filling @ £1936. with a 25guarantee for the foam.

4. Full re-roofing. Two quotations had been received by the W.1.C.
Hall Committee :- @ £8885.60 and £11,000.

The question arose as to whether the building would be strong enough
to withstand re-roofing. Marcia Menzies proposed that the first priority
was to request the W.I.C. Hall Management Committee to have a full survey
done in this connection by an outside body. Seconded Audry Makin and
the proposal was carried, Margaret Andrews agreeing to contact the
Chairman of the W.I.C. Hall Committee with this proposal.

The meeting was closed a 9 p.m.
